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All the Flames are living presences of Divine Consciousness expressed as currents of
energy, color, warmth, and spiritual movement within your being. Each Flame carries a

distinct vibration that can be physically, emotionally, mentally, and spiritually perceived

when you begin working with them consciously.

Here’s how the Flames might be felt:

¥ Blue Flame of Divine Will and Power

Felt as: Strength rising in your spine, a sense of anchoring, stability, courage, divine
protection, and clear resolve. It often brings a cool electric sensation, like standing
in a powerful wind or under a waterfall of Light.

Emotional signature: Confidence, certainty, faith, and determination.

Physical sensation: Groundedness, like standing tall; a subtle coolness or sense of
clarity in the throat or shoulders.

Golden Flame of [llumination and Wisdom

Felt as: A gentle radiance expanding in the mind and heart, like sunlight filling a
room. Thoughts become calm and clear, and there is a sense of inner knowing and
enlightenment.

Emotional signature: Peaceful clarity, curiosity, reverence for Truth, awe.

Physical sensation: Warmth at the crown or forehead; sometimes the sensation of
‘being lit from within.



% Pink Flame of Divine Love

Felt as: Soft warmth filling the heart, like being embraced by unconditional love.
There is a sense of tenderness, forgiveness, and compassion radiating outward.

Emotional signature: Deep comfort, empathy, sweetness, and gentleness.

Physical sensation: A glowing warmth in the chest, sometimes tingling in the hands
or a sense of being hugged from within.

¥ White Flame of Purity and Ascension

Felt as: A sharp, brilliant light moving through the body like a cleansing stream. It
can feel like standing in bright sunlight, where everything hidden is revealed.

Emotional signature: Clarity, purification, innocence, renewal.

Physical sensation: Tingling, cleansing, or coolness, especially in the crown or
soles of the feet; sometimes a feeling of lightness or floating.

@ Green Flame of Healing and Truth

Felt as: A gentle, flowing current that soothes and balances. It often brings clarity to
thoughts and emotions, like a breeze clearing fog.

Emotional signature: Honesty, harmony, calm assurance.

Physical sensation: Cool or warm pulses, particularly in the hands, heart, or solar
plexus; a sense of gentle rhythm, like breathing with the Earth.

¥ Ruby-Gold Flame of Peace, Service, and Divine Ministry

Felt as: A deep warmth spreading through the body, like sitting near a hearth fire. It
brings a sense of sacred service, devotion, and reverence for life.

Emotional signature: Inner calm, reverence, and readiness to act from the heart.

Physical sensation: Warmth in the feet and hands; sometimes a deep stillness or
sense of sacred grounding.



¥ Violet Flame of Transmutation and Freedom

¢ Felt as: Flickering, dancing energy moving through and around you, like standing
near a bonfire of amethyst Light. It feels alive, alchemical, transformational.

e Emotional signature: Relief, release, forgiveness, empowerment, spiritual rebirth.

e Physical sensation: Tingling or gentle heat, particularly in the spine, hands, and
aura; sometimes a feeling of energy releasing or unraveling.

Two Flames, One Purpose

Every soul who has descended into incarnation has been given the gift of fire—the
Threefold Flame, anchored within the secret chamber of the heart. This triune flame—
Blue, Gold, and Pink—contains the divine pattern of the soul’s evolution:

e Blue Flame: Divine Will and Power
e Gold Flame: Divine Wisdom and Illumination
e Pink Flame: Divine Love and Creative Adoration

The Pink Flame, tender and magnetic, is the attractive force of creation itself. It is the
power that draws form from formlessness, calling matter to align with divine love.
Archangel Chamuel and Charity are the guardians of this flame, and their retreat—the
Temple of the Crystal-Pink Flame—radiates this divine current of creative love into the
etheric body of Earth.

Yet love is not complete in adoration alone. In divine law, every inflow must have its
outflow. When the Pink Flame reaches its full mastery within the heart, it naturally calls
for service—for the active expression of love through word and deed.

This is where the Ruby Flame descends.



® The Ruby Flame: Love in Action, Anchored in the Eighth Ray

The Ruby Flame belongs to the Eighth Ray, the ray of integration and divine service. It
takes everything the soul has gained through the first seven rays—the learning, the
initiations, the inner transformations—and calls all of it into practical, embodied action.

Archangel Chamuel and Charity also serve this ray, for the Ruby Flame is the fulfillment
of the Pink Flame. It is love made strong, love with backbone, love willing to sacrifice
for the greater good.

"We are Chamuel and Charity and we come draped in ruby fire! See that you are not singed
by the ruby fire, but internalize it at will."

The Ruby Flame also carries a judgment quality—not a judgment of condemnation, but of
purification. Whatever is unworthy of divine love must fall away when the Ruby Flame is
invoked. This is why the Ruby Ray is often called the purging ray—it burns through the
self-serving, the impure, the unaligned.

t? The Twin Flame Parallel

This inner union of the Pink and Ruby Flames mirrors the outer work of Twin Flames.
Each flame is a spiritual current, and true divine counterparts embody and magnify these
flames for each other.

¢ One may hold the nurturing aspect (Pink).
¢ One may hold the protecting, serving aspect (Ruby).

But ultimately, every soul is called to master both flames within themselves—to receive
love fully, and then to pour that love back into life through conscious service.



The Call to Action for the Disciple

To invoke both flames is to enter the Priesthood of Divine Love. It is to say:
"Let my heart become a chalice where divine love flows freely—soft when love must
comfort, fierce when love must act.”

"The pink flame of Love does protect and seal the blue lightning, and the blue lightning
must come again to protect and seal the Ruby Ray intensity that is for a purging as no other
ray can purge.”
